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2 U.S. Navy men arrested over rape in Okinawa Pref.

NAHA (Jiji Press)--Two U.S. Navy men have been arrested for allegedly raping and
injuring a Japanese woman in Okinawa Prefecture.

The Okinawa prefectural police arrested U.S. Navy Seaman Christopher Browning and
Petty Officer 3rd Class Skyler Dozierwalker, both 23, on Tuesday, and sent the case to
the Naha District Public Prosecutors Office on Wednesday.

Okinawa Gov. Hirokazu Nakaima expressed anger over the incident at a meeting in
Tokyo with Defense Minister Satoshi Morimoto on Wednesday.
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
